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Mindarie Resource Recovery Facility opens for business

SITA Environmental Solutions (SITA) is pleased to announce that the BioVision Mindarie Resource
Recovery Facility (RRF) at Neerabup, WA has reached Practical Completion and commenced full
operations on July 16, 2009.

Mindarie Regional Council (MRC) recently signed off on Practical Completion ensuring SITA met its goal
of full operations in July 2009.

Work began on the construction of the $80million facility in early 2008, making Perth one of the most
sustainable cities in the world from an advanced resource recovery and waste management perspective.

“The facility will treat up to 100,000 tonnes of household waste annually and, from recovered material,
produce up to 40,000 tonnes of market-quality compost,” said Emmanuel Vivant, SITA’s Executive
Director — Post Collections.

“The day that we began full operations we accepted 394 tonnes of waste at the facility,” Mr Vivant said.
"Over 5,000 tonnes has been accepted since day one. This will significantly reduce the volume of waste
sent to landfill in the Perth metropolitan area.”

“An incredible journey has been completed today. The Mindarie RRF Project team, and Mindarie
Regional Council, have worked tirelessly to achieve this significant milestone.”

Marco Fontana Giusti, SITA’s Mindarie Project Manager said he was proud to work on such a unique
project. “SITA is the leading company in advanced resource recovery technology in Australia and
globally,” he said.

The facility, which was designed and built by BioVision 2020, will service the waste requirements of over
half a million residents in the seven member council areas that make up MRC; the Cities of Joondalup,
Perth, Stirling, and Wanneroo; and the Towns of Cambridge, Victoria Park and Vincent.

FACTS

The new BioVision Resource Recovery Facility (RRF) will divert some 70,000 tonnes of
ordinary household waste generated by about 500,000 people living in the Perth metropolitan
area from landfill at Tamala Park, annually.

The plant will annually treat and convert about 100,000 tonnes of household waste into
approximately 40,000 tonnes of market-quality compost.

The facility will:

- produce compost which will help enrich the nutrient deficient soils surrounding the Perth
region;

- lessen the annual volume of waste landfilled at Tamala Park by some 20%;

- slow the inevitable and expensive process of developing more landfill sites to service the
community’s future needs;

- slow and lessen the leaching of chemicals into the groundwater; and

- significantly contribute to environmental sustainability, by lessening the volume of
greenhouse gas created within the landfill and reducing the impact on global warming.

Mindarie Regional Council (MRC) is WA's largest waste management authority, and up until
recently landfilled about 350,000 tonnes of waste annually.

The MRC receives waste from its seven Member Councils — the Cities of Joondalup, Perth,
Stirling and Wanneroo; and the Towns of Cambridge, Victoria Park and Vincent.

MRC awarded the $80 million contract to build, own and operate the plant to BioVision 2020
Pty Ltd for the next 20 years in late 2006.

Construction of the RRF started in February 2008.
The RRF officially opened on March 27, 2009.
The RRF commenced full operations on July 16, 2009.

BioVision 2020 engaged advanced resource recovery specialists SITA Environmental
Solutions to operate the plant and Canadian company Conporec to supply the aerobic
composting technology.
