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SAWT awarded ‘Technology Application of the Year’

SITA Environmental Solutions’ (SITA) advanced resource recovery facility (SAWT) in Kemps Creek, NSW was
awarded ‘Technology Application of the Year’ at the annual Manufacturers’ Monthly Endeavour Manufacturing
Awards last night in Sydney.

Now in its seventh year the awards recognise and reward the role that manufacturing plays in the Australian
economy. The awards showcase the best of the best in manufacturing including technology application,
environmental solutions, safety schemes and Australian products.

Accepting the award, SITA® NSW Post Collection Manager, Andrew Kosciuszko said: "SITA is very proud of the
SAWT plant. This facility continues to set the benchmark for composting technology in Australia.”

The SAWT facility is the largest source separated and mixed stream treatment and composting plant in Australia
and has the capacity to process 134,000 tonnes of waste annually, and to divert up to 78% from landfill. The
greenhouse emissions avoided by recycling organic and other waste at the facility - rather than letting it
decompose in a landfill - is 75,000 tonnes, the equivalent of taking 19,000 cars off the road each year.

The composting process uses proven technology and offers holistic solutions for councils. The SAWT facility is
made up of two processes within one building, converting food and garden organic materials contained in the
mixed bin (Liverpool City Council), and the food and garden organics from the source-separated organics bin
(Penrith City Council) into compost and mulch products, as well as recovering valuable resources such as
aluminium and steel.

On the manufacturing of compost Andrew said, “SITA is now the largest composter in Australia with the capacity to
process 500,000 tonnes of material and produce 250,000 tonnes of compost per year.

“This capability shows just why SAWT continues to be acknowledged with Industry Awards for its technology
applications.”

In 2009 SITA was acknowledged with the inaugural Frost & Sullivan Asia-Pacific Waste Management Company
of the Year award for its continuous commitment to service innovation, resource recovery activities and
environmental sustainability. SITA also received the major award at the 2009 NSW Compost Leadership Awards,
@eadership in the Recycled Organics Industry@for the SAWT facility.
